ADVISE RESPONDERS

ADVISE disaster responders about the disaster situation.
Educate about positive coping strategies.
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The focus of the ADVISE RESPONDERS strategy is to provide responders with

information about the disaster and the disaster response, and to educate responders

on ways to cope and adapt. Information about the disaster provides the responder with
direction on what has happened, what to expect, and what to do. Information on

coping provides critical guidance for dealing with the strenuous psychological, as well

as physical, demands of the response.

The ADVIS E strategy is the  information strategy. As the nature, scope, and scale of
the incident become better known, it is also possible to adapt the best strategies for
coping positively with the event.
