ñACTIVATE survivors to participate in disaster recovery, aid other 
survivors, and access resources.ò 

 

The goal of SAFETY FUNCTION ACTION  is: ñAchieve and maintain a high level of 
disaster health and well -being.ò  The ñThree Keys ò to disaster health are SAFETY , 
FUNCTION , and ACTION . ACTIVATE is one of two strategies designed to achieve 

effective ACTION , the third ñKey.ò Two objectives are specified to ACTIVA TE 
SURVIVORS : ASSIST  and ACCESS. Tactics are the actions to achieve the objectives.  
 

The focus of the ACTIVATE SURVIVORS strategy is to stimulate survivorsô active 
participation in disaster response and recovery. ACTIVATE SURVIVORS has the dual 
purpose of  accelerating the recovery process through the active contributions of

ASSIST 1:  ENGAGE IN RECOVERY   

TACTICS to achieve the ASSIST Objective:  

Å Engage survivors in recovery.  

Å Help survivors to help themselves.  

Å Help survivors to help each other.  

 
INTEGRATED DISASTER HEALTH:  
Engage citizens/survivors actively in mitigation and recovery 
activities. Swift action before and after disaster impact can 

decrease the level of physical hardship sustained.  
Help survivors help themselves and each other ï redirect 
disaster stress into productive action.  
Lead and guide citizens/survivors into participatory roles in 
disaster preparedness, mitigation, response, and recovery.

TACTICS to achieve the ACCESS Objective:  

Å Give referrals to disaster services.  

Å Give referrals to support services.

Rapidly direct survivors toward sources of disaster recovery 
supplies and services so they can minimize physical damage 
and personal/family hardship.  
Provide timely referrals to disaster medical and psychosocial 
support services.
